“Istihbarat,
devlet tarafindan belirlenen ihtiyaclara karsilik
olarak cesitli kaynaklardan derlenen haber, bilgi
ve dokiimanlarin islenmesi sonucu elde edilen
trlindiir™ Bu iiriin devletin belirlenen ihtiyacina
karsilik karar vericiye gizli olarak sunulmaktadir.
Kamu diplomasisi ise bir hiikiimetin dis politi-
kada stratejik hedeflerini desteklemek igin he-
deflenen uluslararas1 kamuoyunu kendi ¢ikarlar:
kapsaminda ikna etmeye yonelik kullandig bir
politika aracidir. Bilindigi {izere konu istihbarat
ise gizlilik sarttir. Fakat bazen istihbarat servisleri
istihbarati medyaya sizdirma araciligiyla kamuy-
la paylasmaktadir. Durum bdyle olunca da insa-
nin aklinda soru isaretleri olusmaktadir. Madem
istihbari bilgiler bu kadar gizli o zaman kamuyla
paylagilmasinin bir anlami1 olmali degil mi? Ozel-
likle Rusya-Ukrayna Savasrnda istihbaratin med-
yaya sizdirilmasinin sorgulanmasi gereken bir
konu oldugunu diistinmekteyim.

Before the start of the Russia-Ukraine War, some
Western intelligence services shared with the me-
dia the confidential information and the possible
start date of the war through the media. Initially,
I would like to begin my article by defining the
intelligence and public diplomacy. “Intelligence
is the product obtained as a result of processing
news, information and documents compiled from
various sources in response to the needs deter-
mined by the state” This knowledge is presented
to the decision maker confidentially in response
to the determined needs of the state. Public diplo-
macy is a policy tool for persuading the targeted
international public opinion within the scope of
its own interests to support a government’s stra-
tegic objectives in foreign policy. As it is known,
if the subject is intelligence, confidentiality is a
must. On the other hand, sometimes intelligence
services share intelligence with the public through
media leaks. When this is the case, question marks
arise in people’s minds. If the intelligence infor-
mation is so confidential, then it must make sense
to share it with the public, right? I think that the
leaking of intelligence to the media, especially in
the Russia-Ukraine War, is an issue that needs to
be questioned.

In this article, I will talk about the use of intelli-
gence as public diplomacy on the subject of the
Russia-Ukraine War.

First of all, according to the information I gath-
ered news from various news agencies: With ref-
erence to the statement of White House published

by Reuters on February 13, 2022, National Secu-
rity Advisor Jake Sullivan said that the Russian
invasion can start at any time and President Joe
Biden said that after any invasion, he will support
Ukraine and will keep NATO lands.”> According
to the news of the New York Times dated Feb-
ruary 18, 2022, President Joe Biden said that the
USA has intelligence showing that Russian Pres-
ident Vladimir Putin has made a final decision
to invade Ukraine.” According to the news pub-
lished by TRT Haber on March 23, 2022, intelli-
gence services of the United States and the United
Kingdom even shared critical information such as
what kind of troops Russia has deployed in which
regions, the number of soldiers in these units, the
positions of the convoys, when Putin will order
an attack, and the troubles of Russian soldiers in
the field, and highlevel bureaucrats in the Krem-
lin accusing each other.* In addition, real-time
social media shares provide information on the
situation of the war. In particular, the Ministry of
Defense of the United Kingdom shares with the
public what happened in the course of the war on
its Twitter account with articles titled “Latest De-
fense Intelligence Update”.

Hitkiimetlerin politikalarini veya ey-
lemlerini kamuoyuna hakli géstermek icin istih-
barat degerlendirmesinin paylasilmasindan giig
aldig1 goriilmektedir. Ozellikle ABD’nin savastan
once bu tarz gizli kalmasi gereken istihbarat1 ka-
muyla paylasmasinin 11 Eyliil istihbarat basari-
sizliginin getirdigi travmatik olaydan sonra hem
imaj hem de giivenilirligini arttiric1 bir hamle
olarak yorumlamaktayim. Gizli istihbarat muh-
temelen Rusya’ya kars1 koalisyonun kurulmasina
yardimci olmustur ve kilit miittefiklerin stipheci-
ligini agan ayrintilar saglamistir.’ Istihbarat pay-
lasimi sayesinde miittefiklerin, kiiresel sirketlerin
ve kamuoyunun ortak tehdide kars: bir araya gel-
digi, Rusya’ya yonelik eylemlerini mesrulastirdigi
ve Rusyanin imajinin psikolojik olarak zedelen-
mesinin amaglandig1 goriilmektedir.

In the light of these news; intelligence is used for
public diplomacy for gain public support to a pol-
icy decision. As a result, sharing intelligence with
the public through the media in a transparent
manner shows that it is used as public diplomacy.
It seems that governments take power from shar-
ing intelligence assessment to justify their policies
or actions to the public. In particular, I interpret
the US’s sharing of such secret intelligence with
the public before the war as a move to increase
both its image and its credibility after the traumat-
ic event brought about by the September 11 in-
telligence failure. Covert intelligence likely helped
build the anti-Russian coalition and provided de-
tails beyond the skepticism of key allies.> Thanks
to intelligence sharing, it is seen that allies, global
companies and the public come together against
the common threat, justified their actions against
Russia and cause to damaging psychologically of
Russia’s image.

Gangs
can be given as examples of these illegal elements.
The gangs, which continue to exist in different
sizes in every country, have become the symbol
of Latin America. The gangs in this region have
gradually grown and started to establish relations
with the world. In this article, the reason for the
concentration of gangs in this region is given with
examples.

United States. It was inevitable that people who
migrated due to the instability in their countries
or who came together to oppose it turned into
gangs. These gangs, which developed with drug
trafficking networks, became uncontrollable by
interfering in the affairs of the state. The fact that
Latin America hosts the countries where the most
crimes are committed in the world has seriously
affected its economy and tourism. The main rea-
son why most of the gangs were in this region was
the political and economic instability in the coun-
try. Although gangs emerged for a common rea-
son, it would be useful to examine the main ones
separately.

As the first gang, this organization called "First
Capital Command" or "PCC", which was founded
in Brazil, the largest country in South America,
was selected as the second among 10 criminal or-
ganizations by Insight Crime in 2019. Founded by
8 people in Sao Paolo prison in 1992, this orga-
nization was ignored by the state in its first years.

The PCC gang, which had the aim of order against
the negative conditions in prisons in the first years,
became visible with the big bank robbery in 1999.
The state's sending the gang leaders to different
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ctyla liderleri farkli yerlere gondermesi 2006 yilin-
da Sao Paolo kentini kaosa siiriiklemistir. Farklt
noktalarda da orgiitlenmeyi siirdiiren iiyeler Asya
ve Avrupa’ya uzanan aglar olusturmuglardir.’

Bir diger ¢ete ise Los Angeles'in en biiyiik cetele-
rinden sayilan “18th Street’dir. “Barrio 18” adiy-
la da bilinen gete Los Angeles'ta kurulmustur ve
tarihi 1960’1 yillara dayanmaktadir. Meksikali
gocmenler tarafindan kurulan bu ¢ete, ABD'nin
gocmen politikalar1 sonucu Giiney Amerikada
da yayilmaya baslamistir. Buradaki hapishanele-
rin iiyelerle dolmasi ise gete iiyelerinin yayilma-
sin1 daha da hizlandirmistir. 2012 yilinda giinde
8 kisinin 6liimiinden sorumlu tutulan gete tiyeleri
18 seklinde dovmeleri ile gittikce daha da gorii-
niir olmuglardir. Mahalleleri kontrol altina alip
istediklerini yaptirmaya ¢aligmalar1 sadece onlara
ozel bir durum degildir.

Son olarak ise 18th Street cetesinin bag diismani
olarak bilinen “MS13” cetesi vardir. El Salvadorda

places in order to separate them brought the city
of Sao Paolo into chaos in 2006. The members,
who continue to organize at different points, have
formed networks extending to Asia and Europe.*

Another gang is "18th Street", which is considered
one of the biggest gangs in Los Angeles. The gang,
also known as "Barrio 18", was founded in Los
Angeles and dates back to the 1960s. This gang,
which was founded by Mexican immigrants,
started to spread in South America as a result
of the immigration policies of the USA. The fact
that the prisons here were filled with members
further accelerated the spread of gang members.
Gang members, who were held responsible for the
deaths of 8 people a day in 2012, became more and
more visible with their 18-shaped tattoos. It is not
just for them that they try to control the neighbor-
hoods and make them do whatever they want.?

Finally, there is the "MS13" gang, known as the
archenemy of the 18th Street gang. After the civil

Ulkelerindeki istikrarsizlik sonucu
go¢ etmeye calisan insanlardan hara¢ almakta
ve uyusturucu ticareti ile para kazanmaktadirlar.

63 cinayetin islenmesinden su¢lu bulunmus ve il-
kede OHAL ilan edilmesine sebep olmustur.*

war in El Salvador in 1982, the MS13 gang, also
known as "Mara Salvatrucha", was established in
order to prevent immigration to the USA.’

Asaresult of the disagreements with the 18th Street
gang, they almost turned the place they went into
a war zone. The gang, which usually targets young
people, has a strange membership process. Those
who want to join the gang must be beaten for 13
seconds and also have to kill at least one person.
Gang members with 13 symbol tattoos on their
bodies prioritize their bond over family relations.
They earn money by extorting money from peo-
ple trying to immigrate as a result of the instability
in their country and by dealing drugs.The MS-13
gang, which has been increasing its connections
day by day, was finally found guilty of committing
63 murders in one day in March in El Salvador,
and they caused the state of emergency to be de-
clared in the country.*

Considering the connections of its members,
which number in the millions today, with other
countries, it is not foreseen that such criminal
gangs will disappear quickly.

Uzun yillardir askeri olarak tarafsiz ve baglanti-
sizlik doktrinini yuriiten Finlandiya', gectigimiz
haftalarda yapmis oldugu aciklama ile NATO’ya
‘gecikmeksizin’ katilmak istedigini belirtti. A¢ik-
lamanin ardindan NATO Genel Sekreteri Jens
Stoltenberg, Finlandiyanin sicak bir sekilde kar-
silanacagini ve ayni zamanda katilim siirecinin de
sorunsuz/hizli ilerleyecegini sdyledi.

SSCB’ye bizzat
kars1 koyamadiklar1 i¢in hedefleri bagimsizliklari-
n1 korumak olmustur. Izledikleri tarafsizlik 1948
yilinda Finlandiya-Sovyet Antlagmasi ile resmi-
lesmistir. Bu antlasma ile “iki iilkenin hi¢birinin
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komsusuna kars: ittifaka katilmamasi® garanti
edilmistir. Bu sebeple Finlandiya Marshall Pla-
nrna katilamamis ve ertesi y1l da NATO'nun Ku-
zey Atlantik Antlagsmasi’ni imzalayamamuigtir.

Gegmis donemde yasadigi birebir tehditlere kars:
tarafsizligini siirdiiren ve bagimsizligini koruyan
Finlandiya, gectigimiz haftalarda yapmis oldugu
aciklama ile NATO’ya resmen katilmak istedigini
belirtmistir. “NATO iiyesi olmak Finlandiyanin
giivenligini giiglendirecektir” gerekgesini sunan
tilke, Rusyaya karsi tarafsizlik soziini bitirmis
gibi gozitkmektedir.

Finland, which was allied with Germany against
the USSR in the Second World War, decided to
make peace with Stalin as Germany began to lose
the war. With the decision, they repulsed the Ger-
man army.

With the peace negotiations with Stalin, the pe-
riod of neutrality began for Finland. Since they
couldn't personally oppose the USSR, their goal
was to preserve their independence. The neutral-
ity they followed was formalized in 1948 with
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the Finland-Soviet Treaty. With this treaty, it was
guaranteed that "none of the two countries will
join the alliance against their neighbors". For this
reason, Finland couldn't participate in the Mar-
shall Plan and couldn't sign NATO's North Atlan-
tic Treaty the following year.

Finland, which maintains its neutrality and its
independence against the threats it has faced in
the past, has stated that they want to join NATO
officially with the statement it made in the past
weeks. Presenting the justification that "being a
NATO member will strengthen Finland's securi-
ty", the country seems to have finished its promise
of neutrality towards Russia.

After Finland's NATO decision, France and Ger-
many quickly issued statements of support. The
first statement made against Finland came from
Recep Tayyip Erdogan. In his statement, Erdogan
said that they are against a new mistake similar to
Greece and drew attention to the close relations of
the Scandinavian countries with terrorist organi-
zations.

Russia's reaction wasn't different from what was
predicted. Pointing out that NATO's enlargement
and extending to the borders of Russia will not
make the world a better place, Russia also stated
that it sees Finland's decision as a threat.

With the statements, they have made and the de-
cisions are taken, Finland and Sweden are prepar-
ing for NATO membership.

against all kinds of opposition elements, especial-
ly the Muslim Brotherhood that started to show
their influence in the region.

The operations launched by the UAE against the
Muslim Brotherhood movement in January 2013
were followed by the attitude towards the coup in
Egypt. The UAE, which supported the pro-coup
government in Egypt due to its dissatisfaction
with the Brotherhood movement, contrasted with
Turkey, which did not support the pro-coup gov-
ernment, and Qatar, which is known for its close-
ness to the Brotherhood movement.

Although the UAE was known in the Arab and
Muslim world for its benevolence, goodness and
non-interference in internal affairs in the period
of Sheikh Zayed bin Sultan, a completely differ-
ent period began for the country's domestic and
foreign policies when Mohammed bin Zayed took
office in 2014.

Known
for his opposition to radical organizations and Po-
litical Islam movements, Mohammed bin Zayed
saw the movements that started with the Arab
Spring in the Middle East as a serious security
problem for his country.

After the September 11 attacks, the security para-
noia into which the world was drawn forced the
UAE to express its side definitively.

By imprisoning its citizens who are critical of the
government and pro-reform, Zayed once again
showed that the UAE is not California and will
not allow a democratic rule in the Middle East.

Despite this oppressive and strict attitude, we see
that Zayed prefers secular administration to polit-
ical Islam. The most important reason for this is
that Zayed has enough vision to understand that
development and growth will only be possible by

He has often stated that autocracy in the
Middle East and in his own country is a necessi-
ty that arose due to the lack of education and the
prevalence of backward religious attitudes.

Although the UAE is in its golden age economi-
cally and militarily under Mohammed bin Zayed,
it is a question of how long it can maintain its au-
thority in the Middle East, because although the
future generations of the country seem to be satis-
fied with the current administration, one day they
may think that it's not a bad idea to be a little bit
of California when they come to the positions to
run the country.

Prejudiced, discriminatory people can exist in any
society and everywhere. Everyone can be subject-
ed to discrimination, social exclusion. However,
due to these culture conflicts, a general prejudice
against Syrian immigrants has begun to form in
Turkish society.

The policies adopted by the state to prevent social
exclusion are social inclusion policies. Social in-
clusion policies should be implemented especially
from students of primary and secondary school
age. Since the child receives the first education in
the family, if he is exposed to the wrong thoughts,
he should be given the opportunity to choose his
opinion with the right trainings without holding
on to this idea any longer. It should be explained
for what reasons migrants and refugees are in Tur-

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key, and at the same time, children should be given
the ability to empathize by providing information
about these cultures located in Turkey. Immi-
grants who are studying will also understand how
to adapt to Turkish culture at this time, and social
exclusion and discrimination will be reduced by
mutual understanding to some extent.

Such social inclusion policies should be carefully
selected and implemented by the state. Unfortu-
nately, it is not possible to predict how people who
are socially excluded and discriminated against
may react.

When discrimination is negative and we involun-
tarily play a role in social exclusion, we can have
harmful consequences fot both others and our-
selves.

When we take into account the internal peace and
social well-being of Turkey, we should take more
careful steps in this regard and try to feed more
positive emotions instead of hatred and anger. As
individuals in society, we also need to be attentive
and understanding instead of pushing these peo-
ple away and ignoring them.

It is an undeniable fact that Siddhartha Gauta-
ma, the founder of the Buddhism religion, which
is believed by more than 500 million people
worldwide, and known by names such as Buddha
(awakened person) and Shakyamuni (sage of the
Shakya clan), is one of the most impressive figures
we have encountered not only in the history of re-
ligions, but also in the history of the world. Bud-
dha is neither a prophet nor a god; Buddha is a
man, a great thinker, and, as one would not expect
from a sage devoted to learning and teaching, he
is a gifted politician.

2500 years
later, today, the Sangha still exists as one of the old-
est institutions of humanity. Although the Buddha
rejected the caste system, he did not accept debt-
ors, thefts, and escaped slaves to the Sangha. The

reason why Buddha set these rules is not because
these actions are sinful or because those who do
these actions will not be able to reach enlighten-
ment.

We have seen with examples throughout his-
tory that even murderers and bandits were not
despised by Buddha and were accepted into the
Sangha, and that these individuals, who were giv-
en a second chance, turned out to be very import-
ant Buddhist monks. It turns out that this rule,
which prevented thieves, debtors, and escaped
slaves from being admitted to the Sangha, was put
in place for purely political reasons. In the early
days, the Sangha was subject to the patronage of
kings and wealthy lords, and donations and help
from such wealthy individuals were needed for

Another example in this regard can be given un-
der the topic of women in Buddhism. The number
of women recorded in the early days of Buddhism
is very small. This is because the Buddha was op-
posed to the inclusion of women in the Sangha.
At the insistence of his aunt Prajapati, who cared
for and raised him after his mother's death, Bud-
dha allowed women to attend the Sangha, and the
first 500 female monks joined the Sangha. As is
known from names such as Pema Chodron, Tara
Brach, Charlotte Joko Beck, Sharon Salzberg, Sil-
via Boorstein, Joanna Macy, Narayan Liebenson,

Sanghanin {yeleri arasinda krallar ve iist diizey
yoneticiler de bulunmustur ve Buda karar ver-
me yikimliltigiine sahip olan bu tarz insanlara
ogretiler vererek dolayli agidan pek ¢ok kez poli-
tikanin isleyisine etkide bulunmustur. Ancak bu
yazimda Buda’nin dolayli yoldan degil, dogrudan
politika yaptig1 drneklere yer verdim.

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Grace Schireson, the majority of those teaching
Buddhism in the West today are women.'

It should not be interpreted that the Buddha was
a sexist individual, as the Buddha did not want to
include women in the Sangha. When we consid-
er the Buddha's thought that men and women are
equal in terms of their ability to achieve enlight-
enment, it becomes clear that this decision was
made for purely political reasons. Clearly, reasons
such as not offending the wealthy patrons of the
Sangha kept the Buddha from thinking that it was
not a good idea to include women in the Sangha.

Among the members of the Sangha were kings
and high-ranking officials, and Buddha often in-
directly influenced the workings of politics by giv-
ing teachings to such people who were responsi-
ble for decision-making. However, in this article,
I have included examples where Buddha made
politics directly, not indirectly. Enlightenment is
a state of mind, and it is possible to see traces of
enlightenment in every moment of Buddha's life
as an enlightened teacher. In this respect, these
two examples that I have given are very important
as they show us how not only a famous religious
leader but also an enlightened person will do pol-
itics.

Through the Example of Turkey

Heyecan, utang, ofke, kaygt... Bireyler heyecan-
lanir, utanir, 6fkelenir, kaygilanir... Peki ya dev-
letler? Devletlerin duygular1 var midir? Siyasetin
ozellikle son zamanlarda giderek artan bir sekil-
de bu tarz duygularla sekillendirilmesi, siyasette
ve devletler arasi iliskilerde duygularin yerinin
yeniden sorgulanmasina yol agt1. Devletler arasi
iligkilerde Crawford'un makalesi ile 6ne ¢ikan ve
20001i yillarin baginda “duygusal doniis” (emo-
tional turn) olarak g¢evirebilecegimiz dontisiim,
artik teorik ve metodolojik olarak Uluslararas:
lligkiler alaninda duygularin da yerinin giderek
arttigini gosterdi.! Guiniimiize kadar gelen c¢alis-
malar da pek ¢ok kavramsal, teorik ve metodolo-
jik katk: yaparak bu alani ilerletmeye ¢aligmakta-
dir. Uluslararasi yazinda her ne kadar duygularin
devletler arasi iligkilerdeki roliinii ¢aligan makale-
ler artsa da, Tiirkiyede bu ¢alismalar maalesef az
sayidadir. Fakat yine de son zamanlarda bu alanda
da caligmalar artmaktadir. Bu yaz1 da, Tirkiyede
bu alanin gelismesine nagizane ve kiigiik bir katki
olarak goriilebilir.

Excitement, shame, anger, anxiety... Individu-
als get excited, embarrassed, angry, and worried.
What about states? Do states have feelings? The
fact that politics has been increasingly shaped
by such emotions, especially in recent times, has
led to a re-questioning of the place of emotions
in politics and interstate relations. The transfor-
mation in interstate relations, which came to the
fore with Crawford's article, led to an "emotional
turn” in the early 2000s and has now shown that
the place of emotions in the field of International
Relations is increasing, theoretically and method-
ologically." Studies up to date also try to advance
this field by making many conceptual, theoreti-
cal, and methodological contributions. Although
the number of articles on the role of emotions in
interstate relations has increased in international
literature, these studies are few in Turkey. How-
ever, studies in this field have been increasing re-
cently. This article can be seen as a humble and
small contribution to the development of this field
in Turkey. First, the interaction of emotions with
International Relations will be mentioned, and
then the emotions in Turkey and the literature on

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International Relations will be discussed through
methodological discussions. Finally, it will be dis-
cussed how the field can be developed through
the example of Turkey.

Emotions, which are one of the basic impulses of
human beings, are actually shaped from a very
old basis in International Relations and Political
Philosophy literature. As Erdem Ozliik points out
in his work, even Thomas Hobbes describes the
years of the English Civil War in which he was
born with fear.? In fact, Ozliik, quoting Nancy A.
Stanlick, states that Hobbes sees the state as an ar-
tificial individual. “Anthropomorphism”, which is
defined as the transfer of the characteristics of the
individual to the state, is an important point to be
mentioned when discussing the place of emotions
in International Relations. The effect of emotions,
standing at the intersection of disciplines such
as neuroscience, biology, and psychology, on in-
terstate relations is still controversial. Therefore,
there are methodological debates as well as epis-

temological debates. Emotions also play a minor
role in mainstream theories in IR, such as real-
ism, liberalism, and constructivism. In viewpoints
based on rational actor models and state-centered
approaches, emotions are seen as irrational and a
sign of weakness. However, recent studies show
that it is necessary to go beyond these approaches.

Methodologically, one of the ways to analyze emo-
tions in foreign policy is discourse analysis. Re-
cently, Simon Koschut's work with himself and his
friends has come to the fore in this newly devel-
oped method.’ By looking at the meanings of the
words in the speeches of foreign policy actors, the
emotions hidden in the speeches are revealed, and
these are evaluated within the historicity of the in-
stitutions and states that the actors represent. In
addition, it is important to know whom the ac-
tors target or address in their speeches. However,
it would not be wrong to say that applying such a
method also has problems.

In a methodological sense, trying to analyze emo-
tions by using discourses can be seen as a prob-
lematic approach in certain respects because it
can be argued that such approaches are subjec-
tive, and other researchers can question their
verifiability or falsifiability. Therefore, since it is a
newly formed and developing field, it would not
be wrong to argue that it may include approaches
that can be accepted in the long run, such as estab-
lished discourse analysis methods. In particular,
the studies of the famous linguist Ruth Wodak?*
on methods such as "critical discourse analysis"
and "discursive-historical discourse analysis" have
also influenced the constructivist and post-struc-
turalist studies in Turkey, and various articles and
books have been published on this subject.’

Considering the example of Turkey, before men-
tioning the role of emotions in International Re-
lations, it should be determined that emotions
are frequently studied in the field of Political

Especially after the transition to the presidential
system, it can be said that the specific weight of
Recep Tayyip Erdogan in the foreign policy-mak-
ing process — although it is difficult to measure
empirically — has increased.® On the other hand,
although the ministry gained power with the
subordination of the Presidency for European
Union Affairs to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs,

Erdem Ozlik'in
(2016) “Uluslararas: iliskilere Duygusal Bakig”
adli kitabi, alana dair énemli bir Tiirkge kaynak
olmakla beraber genis bir literatiir taramasi sun-
makta ve hatta Tirkiye'nin 2015’teki Rusya jetini
diistirmesi ile baglayan krizi 6rnek vaka olarak
incelemektedir. Ozliik, bu vaka analizinde dev-
letlerarast iligkilerde 6ziir dilemenin yerine odak-
lanmaktadir. Ek olarak Aslh Ilgit ve Deepah Pra-
kash'in giincel makaleleri Uluslararas Iligkilerde
duygulara dair 6nemli bulgular saglamaktadir.®

2016 yilinda yayimlanan makalelerinde Prakash
ve Ilgit, devletlerin uluslararas: elestirilere nasil
cevap verdiklerini Tiirkiye ve Israil iliskisi {izerin-
den incelemektedir. Tiirkiye 6rneginde, Bat: tilke-
lerinin Israil ile yaganan gerilimde Erdogan yone-
timini elestirmesi, Erdoganin Tiirkiye kimligini
hem i¢ hem de dis politikada yeniden iiretmesine
sebep olmustur. Dolayisiyla bu noktada devletler
arasi iligkilerde elestiri, bazen elestirilen tilkenin
kimliginin yeniden tiretilmesine sebep olmakta-
dir. 2019daki ¢alismalarinda ise Ilgit ve Prakash,
Uluslararasi Iligkilerde insan haklar1 konusunda
utan¢ (naming and shaming) duygusunun ye-
rini incelemektedir. Bu calismada sivil toplum
orgiitlerinin duygusal aktorler olarak duygusal
diplomaside yer almalarinin gerekliliginin alt1
izilmektedir.

foreign policy-making process can be discussed.
This in itself may constitute an important research
question. In this context, the effects of the chief
advisors to the President, the Security and For-
eign Policy Board, and the leading actors of the
Justice and Development Party in the foreign pol-
icy-making process can be an important research
topic.

Recently, academics working on International Re-
lations and emotions in Turkey have produced im-
portant studies. Erdem Ozliik's book "Emotional
Perspective on International Relations" is an im-
portant Turkish resource in the field, providing
an extensive literature review and even examining
the crisis that started with Turkey's downing of
the Russian jet in 2015 as a case study. In this case
study, Ozliik focuses on the place of apology in
interstate relations. In addition, current articles by
Asli Ilgit and Deepah Prakash provide important
findings on emotions in International Relations.®

In their article published in 2016, Prakash and Il-
git examine how states respond to international
criticism through the relationship between Turkey
and Israel. In the case of Turkey, Western coun-
tries' criticism of the Erdogan administration in
the tension with Israel caused Erdogan to repro-
duce the Turkish identity both in domestic and
foreign policy. Therefore, at this point, criticism
in interstate relations sometimes causes the iden-
tity of the criticized country to be reproduced. In
their work in 2019, Ilgit and Prakash examine the
place of naming and shaming in human rights in
International Relations. In this study, the neces-
sity of non-governmental organizations to take
part in emotional diplomacy as emotional actors
is underlined. In doing so, they make theoretical
and methodological contributions to the field.
In recent studies, which do not directly address
Turkey, Ali Bilgi¢ examines how emotions pro-
duce the neo-colonial masculinity of Europe on
the subject of migration.'” In addition, Bilgi¢ and
Pace wrote a study showing the impact of trauma
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maskiilenliginin nasil iretildigini incelemekte-
dir.’® Ek olarak Bilgi¢ ve Pace, travma anilarinin
Avrupa Birliginin Orta Dogu ile olan iligkilerine
etkisini gosteren bir ¢alisma kaleme almiglardir.”

As can be seen even from the limited and short
framework presented in this article, emotions have
been articulated in the interdisciplinary structure
of International Relations for the last two decades.
Recent studies have also surpassed the state-cen-
tered and rational actor model of mainstream
theories in the discipline, allowing International
Relations to benefit from fields such as Political
Psychology, Neuroscience, and Biology. Although
this situation produces some theoretical, episte-
mological, and methodological problems, these
problems may be gradually overcome with new
contributions. This article has tried to show how
researchers from Turkey have recently contribut-
ed to the field by presenting a few suggestions on
how to examine the relationship between emo-
tions and International Relations through Turkey.

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Peacebuilding is an activity that aims to resolve
injustice in nonviolent ways and to transform the
cultural and structural conditions that generate
deadly or destructive conflict. It revolves around
developing constructive personal, group, and po-
litical relationships across ethnic, religious, class,
national, and racial boundaries. *

Peacemaking is practical conflict transformation
focused upon establishing equitable power rela-
tionships robust enough to forestall future con-
flict, often including the establishment of means of
agreeing on ethical decisions within a community,
or among parties, that had previously engaged in
inappropriate responses to conflict. *

Peacekeeping defined by the United Nations is
an "instrument developed by the organization as
a way to help countries torn by conflict to cre-
ate the conditions for lasting peace". It is distin-
guished from peacebuilding, peacemaking, and
peace enforcement although the United Nations
does acknowledge that all activities are "mutually
reinforcing” and that overlap between them is fre-
quent in practice. >

Mr. Johnson
and Swedish PM Magdalena Andersson said co-
operation was "even more important” given Rus-
sia's invasion of Ukraine. He emphasized the deal
was "not a short-term stopgap", but rather an "en-
during assurance between two nations.

May 22, 2022- Fed Chairman Jerome Powell is
sworn in yesterday after being re-elected for a sec-
ond four-year term and officially begins his new
term.
